Jerry Volloy, ARCH President, indicated that the database—accessed through the ARCH website via Member password-- provides ARCH Clusters and Members the opportunity to input and obtain important information for and from other Members about vendors that have demonstrated good work in their particular specialty.  Volloy went on to say, “The beauty of the database is in its simplicity.  It is easy to access and input information that will be of significant use to our Members.”

Brian Olivia, ARCH Vice President and Procurement Committee Chair, and Diane Royal—ARCH Board Member and ARCH website developer guided the database developers in their work.  They indicated that the finalization of this effort has been a promised ARCH service that is finally being realized.  Olivia stated that he is so very proud of the manner in which the database developer took ARCH’s desires that were defined in the ARCH Statement of Work and translated those desires into what should prove to be an outstanding working tool for their Members.
